David Kritchevsky Postdoctoral Travel Fellowship
Application Guidelines
BMBCB is pleased to announce a Postdoctoral Travel Grant for conference presentation. The goal of this initiative is to partially defray the cost of attending and presenting work at a national or international conference. Each year, four awards of up to $500 will be awarded for conference related expenses (travel, housing, registration).

Eligibility
1. Postdoctoral associates should be in at least the second year of a postdoctoral position within BMBCB by the time the meeting begins and must have received their Ph.D. within the last six years.

2. Active participation in the conference is required (oral presentation or poster presentation).  In the case of co-authored papers, only the primary author/presenter is eligible.
3. Previous Kritchevsky Postdoc Travel Award recipients are NOT eligible.
4. Postdoctoral fellows whose applications were not selected during one cycle may resubmit new applications for other meetings in future award cycles
 
Guidelines for submitting applications.  The application should include:
1. Cover page (see form below) from postdoctoral fellow including the following information:

· Postdoctoral fellow’s name, e-mail, and start date of postdoctoral position within BMBCB (month/year)

· Name, location, and date of meeting postdoc is attending

· Signature from the postdoctoral fellow’s advisor
· Include information about other funding that will help support this travel.

2. Descriptive information about the meeting (i.e. a copy of the meeting announcement or call for abstracts)
3. Curriculum Vitae
4. Project Description: Include a copy of the submitted abstract. Final documentation that your abstract has been accepted must be provided before you can receive any reimbursement. 
5. Verification of Registration. Copy of acceptance or confirmation letter indicating that you will be participating in the meeting or conference.  If this is not available before deadline, it must be submitted as soon as it is received.

Applications may be submitted for the following deadlines: August 1st (for travel from September 1st to February 28th) or February 1st  (for travel between March 1st and August 31st). Selections of all awards will be made within 30 days of each application deadline. If the deadline falls on a weekend or holiday, it will be automatically extended to the next business day.

Travel awards are processed as reimbursements to the award recipients. An award recipient will be required to pay his/her meeting- and travel-related expenses first, and then receive reimbursement from BMBCB after completion of the meeting/conference.
Completed applications should be submitted to the BMBCB Departmental Office in Hogan 2-100.
